Throughout my degree, I have consistently excelled in courses directly applicable to modern automotive engineering challenges. My coursework included:
· Advanced Vehicle Dynamics: Analyzed suspension systems for off-road performance on Zimbabwean gravel roads
· Internal Combustion Engine Optimization: Developed fuel efficiency models tailored to low-sulfur diesel prevalent in Harare markets
