This experience taught me how local factors—such as the city’s role as Russia’s "cultural and scientific capital," its status as a free economic zone, and its strategic position along the Northern Sea Route—directly influence market dynamics. I also co-founded a university club focused on "Eurasian Economic Integration," organizing workshops on EU-Russia trade tensions that attracted over 150 students. These activities demonstrate my proactive engagement with the very systems I aim to analyze as an Economist.
I am particularly drawn to SPCER’s current projects, including your longitudinal study on "Digital Transformation in Saint Petersburg’s Financial Services Sector" and your collaboration with the Russian Export Center. My ability to synthesize data on regional infrastructure investments (e.g., the ongoing St. Petersburg Metro Line 6 extension) with macroeconomic indicators positions me to support SPCER’s mission of fostering sustainable growth in Russia’s second-largest city. I am committed to applying my skills ethically, ensuring that economic insights serve community needs—such as supporting small businesses impacted by current sanctions through alternative trade corridor analysis.
