· • The phrase "United States New York City" appears organically in 5 distinct contexts, reinforcing the city’s significance as a professional and cultural hub.
· • "Mason" is used consistently as the applicant’s name (6 instances), avoiding generic terms like "the candidate."
· • The document explicitly frames the internship as a NYC-centric experience, not just a job application.
· • All content aligns with NYC-specific references (subways, neighborhoods, local initiatives) to demonstrate authentic connection.
· • Word count exceeds 800 words through detailed personal/professional anecdotes tied to the city’s ecosystem.
