I graduated with a First-Class Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.) in Social Studies, achieving top 5% in cohort performance while completing an honors thesis on "Innovative Pedagogical Strategies for Improving WAEC Performance in Urban Nigerian Secondary Schools." This research directly informs my teaching philosophy: I integrate local contexts into lessons—such as using Abuja’s urban development challenges to teach geography or analyzing Nigeria’s National Development Plans through civic education. My coursework included advanced modules in Adolescent Psychology, Classroom Management for Large Groups (critical for Abuja’s typical class sizes of 45+ students), and Technology-Enhanced Learning (using platforms like Google Classroom adapted for low-internet environments common in FCT schools).
Practical experience further solidifies my readiness. During my final year, I completed a 6-month teaching practicum at Greenfield Secondary School, Wuse 2, Abuja—a school serving over 1,200 students from mixed urban backgrounds. There, I co-designed and delivered lesson plans for JSS (Junior Secondary School) Social Studies focusing on Nigerian history and values-based leadership. Notably, I initiated a peer-mentoring program pairing senior students with juniors to improve retention rates by 22% in my cohort—a metric that directly addresses the Federal Ministry of Education’s priority to reduce secondary school dropout rates in Abuja. My approach emphasized active learning through local examples: when teaching "Nigeria's Independence Movement," we visited the National Mosque and Parliament Complex, connecting abstract concepts to tangible Abuja landmarks.

In my practicum, I navigated challenges like limited science lab equipment by creating low-cost experiments using household materials (e.g., plastic bottles for chemistry demonstrations), a skill directly transferable to Abuja’s resource-constrained schools. I also developed digital literacy strategies—using WhatsApp groups to share supplementary materials with students in areas with inconsistent internet access—a solution I refined through collaboration with Abuja-based NGOs like the Education Support Network. This pragmatic innovation aligns perfectly with NTI’s focus on practical, sustainable teacher development.
As a young Nigerian deeply invested in our nation’s educational future, I see this internship not just as a professional opportunity but as a sacred responsibility. I am particularly inspired by NTI’s mission to "produce educators who embody integrity and excellence," values that mirror my own. My goal is to become an exemplary Teacher Secondary who empowers students in Nigeria Abuja to excel academically while becoming compassionate, critical citizens—exactly the vision NTI champions.
