These experiences reinforced my understanding that effective translation in Italy Naples requires marrying linguistic skill with deep community awareness.
I am particularly drawn to your internship’s focus on public service interpretation. Naples’ growing demographic diversity—from North African migrants in the Vomero district to Asian communities near the Mergellina port—creates urgent need for interpreters who understand both language and social context. As a fluent speaker of Italian (C1 level, CEFR), I have practiced interpreting in healthcare settings through a partnership with Ospedale San Giovanni di Dio, where I supported non-Italian patients during consultations. My ability to quickly grasp medical terminology while maintaining empathy—critical when explaining treatments for conditions like diabete or ipertensione—reflects the kind of dedicated service your organization champions.
Beyond technical skills, I bring an intrinsic passion for Naples that transcends academic interest. I’ve participated in the city’s Festa di San Gennaro, where I translated processional chants from medieval Neapolitan into modern Italian for international visitors, and completed a summer residency at the Accademia di Belle Arti di Napoli to study how regional dialects permeate local art. These experiences taught me that language in Naples is never static—it’s a living dialogue between history and present-day life. I am eager to apply this perspective by contributing to your team’s work on projects like the Napoli Open Source Translation Initiative, which digitizes municipal documents for accessibility.
I understand that an internship at your organization in Naples will challenge me profoundly. I am prepared to learn from your staff through shadowing community interpreters, assisting in legal translation workshops, and participating in cultural immersion activities—such as the weekly Caffè Letterario gatherings where local authors discuss literature.
