Executive Summary
This comprehensive Marketing Plan outlines a strategic approach for establishing and growing a professional nursing practice in the competitive healthcare landscape of Sri Lanka Colombo. Market Analysis: Sri Lanka Colombo Context

1. Small Businesses: Offices needing on-site nurse consultations for employee wellness programs (e.g., stress management, first aid).
