Through case studies of influential photographers based in São Paulo and an examination of photographic techniques tailored to the region’s cultural context, this research underscores the significance of visual storytelling in preserving and interpreting Brazil’s urban heritage.
Introduction
São Paulo, Brazil’s largest city, is a microcosm of global urbanization challenges and opportunities. With its sprawling neighborhoods, eclectic art scene, and diverse population, it has long been a magnet for artists and creators. Among these creatives, photographers play a pivotal role in capturing the essence of São Paulo’s identity. This thesis investigates how photographers—both local and international—navigate the city’s cultural richness to create works that resonate with its inhabitants and beyond.
Methodology
The research employs a qualitative approach, combining historical analysis, interviews with photographers active in São Paulo, and a review of photographic exhibitions and publications. By focusing on the methodologies used by photographers to document the city’s landmarks, communities, and cultural events, this study highlights how visual narratives can bridge gaps between tradition and modernity in Brazil.
Case Studies: Photographers Shaping São Paulo’s Narrative
1. Sebastião Salgado (born in Minas Gerais, active in São Paulo)
Sébastião Salgado, a Brazilian photographer renowned for his documentary work, has deep ties to São Paulo. His projects on urban decay and human resilience—such as Workers and Genesis—reflect the city’s industrial past and its struggles with inequality. Salgado’s use of black-and-white photography emphasizes the stark contrasts in São Paulo’s socio-economic divides.
2. Lélia Wanick-Santos (São Paulo-based photographer and cultural theorist)
Lélia Wanick-Santos, a key figure in Brazilian photovisual anthropology, has documented São Paulo’s marginalized communities. Her work explores the interplay between photography and memory, particularly how images can preserve the cultural heritage of neighborhoods facing gentrification or displacement.

Projects like the Projeto Vida (a photographic initiative focused on public health) or collaborations with NGOs to raise awareness about environmental issues demonstrate how photographers contribute to societal change.
