III. Meteorologist Team Impact Analysis

1. Scale Abuja Meteorologist Capacity: Recruit 5 additional specialists with expertise in West African monsoon systems by Q1 2024. Target: Increase service coverage to 80% of Abuja LGA districts.
1. Develop Climate-Resilient Products: Co-create "Flood Early Warning System for Abuja" with AMAC, leveraging our meteorologist team's predictive algorithms. Projected revenue: ₦12M/month upon launch.
