While my parents run a modest farming cooperative in Mbale, they cannot afford the $25,000 annual cost of graduate astronomy studies outside Uganda. This is why I urgently seek the EAO scholarship, which would eliminate this barrier. The program's focus on African astronomers resonates deeply with me; as an astronomer from Uganda Kampala, I understand that Africa needs homegrown talent to interpret data from our continent's unique vantage point. My academic record (GPA: 3.9/4.0) and published preliminary findings in the *African Journal of Astronomy* demonstrate my readiness for this challenge.
Should I be selected, I pledge to maximize every resource provided by the scholarship program. I will actively participate in EAO's community engagement initiatives while pursuing a Master's in Radio Astronomy with specialization in variable stars—directly supporting Uganda's National Vision 2040 goals for STEM development. My long-term vision is to establish the East African Center for Space Science and Technology at Makerere University, positioning Uganda Kampala as Africa's next astronomy hub. This will require not only technical expertise but cultural understanding—qualities I've cultivated through working with diverse communities across Uganda.
