Recent flood events in District 7 (2023) underscore the critical need for advanced planning models. My proposed action plan upon return includes three key deliverables:
1. Workshop Series: A series of workshops for HCMC municipal officials and engineering students at [University Name], translating symposium insights into practical urban planning guidelines.
1. Curriculum Integration: Development of a new graduate-level course "Global Urban Resilience," co-designed with ETH Zurich faculty, to be launched in Semester 2, 2024.
