The role of a Customs Officer demands absolute integrity: in China, where trade disputes can impact diplomatic relations (e.g., U.S.-China tariff negotiations), officers must balance vigilance with fairness.
I have studied GAC’s "Zero Tolerance" policy toward corruption and the recent anti-smuggling campaign targeting luxury goods. My Statement of Purpose underscores a personal code: every declaration I process, every container I inspect, upholds China's reputation as a trustworthy trade partner.
