This reinforced my resolve to dedicate my career to Yangon, where infrastructure challenges intersect with cultural heritage preservation in urgent ways.

This philosophy guides every decision I make. When designing our flood project in Mingaladon, we held 17 community workshops before drafting plans—because Yangon’s rivers do not follow maps; they follow the lives of the people who live beside them. In Myanmar Yangon, success is measured not by concrete structures alone but by how many families regain dignity through their work.
My long-term vision for Myanmar Yangon is one where heritage becomes a catalyst for economic empowerment. I aim to establish an Innovation Hub in Yangon that bridges traditional craftsmanship with digital marketing—training artisans to sell globally while preserving cultural authenticity. This hub would operate within the existing framework of Yangon’s artisan collectives, not as an external entity but as a facilitator. Having already secured preliminary support from the Myanmar Artisans Association and local universities, I am confident this model can replicate across Yangon’s 15 townships. My Statement of Purpose is thus a blueprint for partnership: I seek not just to contribute to Myanmar Yangon, but to be woven into its fabric.
The urgency of this work cannot be overstated. Yangon faces dual pressures: the need for modern infrastructure and the imperative to protect its irreplaceable cultural identity. As a city where colonial architecture stands beside bustling markets selling centuries-old silks, every development decision carries weight. Mason’s experience in navigating these tensions—having mediated between international donors and community elders during my NGO work—proves I can balance pragmatism with respect. When the Yangon City Development Committee questioned our flood project’s cultural sensitivity, I collaborated with local historians to integrate traditional *zat* (water-spirit) rituals into our planning. This became a model for cross-cultural collaboration now studied in Southeast Asian urban planning curricula.
My commitment to Myanmar Yangon extends beyond professional goals; it is personal. I have adopted a daughter from Insein Township whose family has lived in Yangon for five generations. Her grandmother, a master *khit-kyi* (traditional lace) maker, taught me that culture is not museum pieces but living breath—something we carry in our hands and hearts. This connection fuels my determination to ensure Yangon’s growth uplifts its most vulnerable citizens rather than displacing them.
