Rio’s musical DNA—woven through centuries of Indigenous, African, and Portuguese influences—resonates in every corner: from the *samba schools* of Carnival to the intimate *chacaras* where Bossa Nova was born. As a musician, I do not seek merely to visit; I seek to participate in this living tradition. Rio offers an irreplaceable environment where theory meets practice on street corners and concert halls alike. In Rio, I will focus on two key pillars. First, deepening my understanding of Brazilian percussion techniques—especially *surdo*, *repinique*, and *cuíca*—to authentically integrate these textures into my own work. Second, collaborating with local artists on projects that address social themes through music, such as community empowerment initiatives in marginalized neighborhoods. I have already begun developing a multimedia project called "Rio Echoes," which uses field recordings from Rio’s streets to create immersive soundscapes exploring urban identity. This project aligns perfectly with Rio’s spirit of *criatividade* (creativity) and social dialogue, and I intend to expand it through partnerships with local collectives like Grupo Corpo.
Why Rio specifically? The city is not merely a destination—it is a mentor. Its musical ecosystem thrives on *samba*’s core philosophy: "A vida é um samba, não se pode parar." (Life is a samba; you cannot stop.) This ethos mirrors my own artistic philosophy. In Rio, I will not just learn music; I will learn how to *live* music. The city’s challenges—economic disparity, cultural preservation efforts—mirror the tensions that fuel great art. By engaging with these realities through performance and community work, my musicianship will gain depth beyond technical skill. For instance, volunteering with Projeto Samba na Rua in Santa Teresa would allow me to teach percussion to youth while documenting their stories into musical narratives—a practice I believe embodies Brazil’s tradition of art as social catalyst.
I recognize that my Statement of Purpose must reflect more than ambition; it must demonstrate preparedness. My academic record includes honors in ethnomusicology, and I have performed internationally at festivals like Montreal Jazz Festival, where my fusion pieces were praised for "authentic Brazilian soul." But beyond accolades, I bring humility—the understanding that in Rio, every street corner is a classroom. I have already begun learning Portuguese through immersive online courses and am committed to achieving fluency before arrival. My financial plan includes securing scholarships through Brazil’s Programa de Mobilidade Acadêmica and supporting myself via community music workshops, ensuring I contribute positively to the ecosystem that sustains me.
The path of a musician is rarely linear, but Rio de Janeiro offers the perfect crucible for transformation. Here, where the mountains meet the ocean and music flows from every window, I will shed superficial interpretations of Brazilian sound to embrace its soul. My time in this city will be dedicated to listening as much as creating—to understanding how a *candomblé* ritual’s rhythm informs a modern electronic track, or how favela murals inspire symphonic compositions. This is not about appropriation; it is about respectful dialogue, a practice central to Brazilian music’s evolution since the 1920s.
Upon completing my studies in Rio, I will return home with more than technical expertise. I will carry the city’s spirit—a relentless joy (*alegria*) in creation, an unyielding connection to community, and a deep respect for music as a force for unity. My goal is to establish a cross-cultural ensemble that tours globally while maintaining strong ties to Rio-based musicians, ensuring Brazil’s musical legacy continues to inspire new generations. I envision workshops in schools worldwide where students explore *bateria* rhythms alongside Western instruments, fostering the same cross-pollination that defines Rio itself.
