Future Contributions: Building Sustainable Impact
In the next five years, I aim to establish a private practice in Shanghai that serves three key pillars: (1) Corporate mental wellness for Fortune 500 companies operating in Pudong, integrating stress-management workshops with cultural sensitivity training; (2) Community outreach programs targeting migrant workers' families through neighborhood centers in suburban districts like Baoshan; and (3) Academic partnerships to train the next generation of Chinese psychologists in culturally adaptive techniques. I propose developing a specialized program for "Shanghai Families," addressing modern conflicts between traditional filial piety and individual autonomy—a gap my research identified as a major stressor.
Long-term, I envision founding an NGO that bridges Shanghai’s urban mental health centers with rural communities via telehealth, leveraging technology to extend our reach. My experience adapting Western therapeutic models for Chinese contexts positions me uniquely to advocate for policy reforms—such as mandatory mental health screenings in schools—which align with China’s national priorities. Crucially, I will maintain rigorous ethical standards through continuous certification via the Chinese Psychological Association while ensuring all interventions honor local values.
