During my research on Belgian speech therapy protocols, I was impressed by the national guidelines for managing aphasia post-stroke, which prioritize functional communication over technical accuracy. This approach mirrors my own treatment methodology, where I co-create therapy goals with patients through narrative-based exercises rather than standardized drills. Working in Belgium Brussels would allow me to implement these principles within a framework that already values this humanistic perspective.
Bridging Global Experience and Local Needs
My international experience positions me uniquely to address Brussels’ specific challenges. While working with UNICEF in refugee camps across the Balkans, I developed trauma-informed therapy protocols for multilingual children with speech delays—a skill directly applicable to Brussels’ immigrant communities. In Belgium Brussels, I intend to pioneer a community-based 'Speech Therapy Innovation Hub' collaborating with schools in the bilingual districts of Molenbeek and Anderlecht.
