My long-term vision transcends individual patient care. In China Shanghai, I intend to pioneer a model integrating teletherapy for rural communities surrounding the metropolis—addressing the critical disparity where 70% of children in Jiangsu and Zhejiang provinces lack access to certified Speech Therapists. I propose establishing a training program for local healthcare workers, adapting Western frameworks like PROMPT (Prompts for Restructuring Oral Muscular Phonetic Targets) into Mandarin-accented therapeutic language. This initiative would directly support Shanghai’s 2025 goal of increasing rehabilitation staff by 40%, positioning me as both clinician and catalyst for systemic change. Additionally, I’ve secured preliminary partnerships with Shanghai's Education Commission to develop early intervention curricula for preschools—a project aligned with the city’s "Kindergarten Quality Improvement Plan."
